 	 A recent national study that followed 25,000 students from a broad range of 1,000 
schools across the United States found that students highly involved in the arts: 1) receive 
more A’s and B’s in English class, 2) score better on standardized tests, 3) are four times less 
likely to drop out of school by the 10th grade, 4) are more interested in school and 5) are more 
likely to involve themselves in community service.
	
	 That’s why the National College Board lists the arts among the six basic subjects that 
help prepare students for college!
